Reflect on 
what the Blessed 
Sacrament meant to 
Blessed Carlo Acutis 
and consider the 
meaning of the 
Eucharist to different 
Christian 
denominations 

Branch 5: To the 
ends of the Earth 
 
Explore the story 
and meaning of 
Pentecost. Explain 
how the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit 
strengthened and 
gave courage to 
early Christians to 
evangelise. 
Consider how the 
sacrament of 
Confirmation 
brings the gifts of 
the Holy Spirit to 
believers today.

Dialogue and 
Encounter. 
(Study of 
Hinduism) 
 
Learn about 
Councils of the 
Church and how 
this established 
doctrine. Discuss 
differences in 
beliefs and 
practices 
between different 
Christian 
denominations.
