Our Vision
At Maricourt, we are committed to building a safe, respectful, and caring school community where pupils feel loved with a deep sense of belonging within our school community. Our Behaviour Policy supports every student’s learning and personal development, grounded in our Mercy values: compassion, courage, justice, hospitality, respect, and service.

What We Expect from Students

• Arrive on time and in full school uniform
• Bring the correct equipment every day
• Show respect to staff, peers, and themselves
• Follow instructions the first time
• Take pride in their learning and behaviour
• Represent the school positively in and out of school

Living Our Mercy Values and Catholic Ethos

We place great emphasis on recognising and rewarding the Mercy Values that are at the heart of our school: Compassion, Service, Hospitality, Respect, Courage, and Justice. These values are celebrated regularly in school life and through our reward systems.

At Maricourt, we believe that every individual is made in the image of God. We are guided by the words of Catherine McAuley, who said we should be 'shining lamps, giving light to all around.' We see hardship not as a setback, but as an opportunity for growth. Through our intensive personal development programme, we nurture students to build resilience and grow through challenges, becoming the best version of themselves.
Rewards for Positive Behaviour

We celebrate students who meet expectations and live out our values.

Rewards may include:

• Verbal praise in lessons and assemblies
• Reward points on Class Charts
• Certificates, badges, and leadership roles
• Phone calls/postcards home
• Trips, prom, and other events

Students earn points for:

• Kindness, respect, and good manners
• Excellent effort inclass or homework
• Helping others or volunteering
• Full attendance
• Living out the Mercy values
When Behaviour Falls Short

We use clear, consistent steps to support improvement:

• Verbal warnings or behaviour points (C1 and C2)
• Detentions (after school)
• Temporary lesson removals (C3)
• Time in the Reset Room (C4/C5)
• Behaviour support plans and reports
• Suspensions or exclusions (in serious cases)
📵 Mobile phones and accessories (e.g., AirPods) are not permitted during the school day. If seen or heard, they will be confiscated and returned at the end of the day.
📞 Working Together

We always look to work closely with families and students to support behaviour through:

• Ongoing communication via Class Charts, phone or email
• Behaviour Support Plans and pastoral mentoring
• Restorative approaches to help students reflect and grow
• Partnership work with external specialists when needed
